PCR

- Nucleic acid M. tuberculosis
- Sensitivity : 25-83 %
- Specificity : 80 — 100 %

Dx : Extrapulmonary TB, TB in iImmunocompromise host
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Childhood Tuberculosis

« Source of infection :
household contact (mostly from adults )

» Usually, do not form cavity and have
small amount of bacilli ¢ noninfectious )

 Hilar node enlargement
» Atelectasis, Segmental collapse
and/or consolidation



Childhood Tuberculosis

* Tend to disseminate In younger age
group, prompt Rx Is important

« 25% Extrapulmonary TB
—13% TB meninges

- 75% (12/16) of patients with miliary TB
had CNS involvement identified by MRI. Of

« Should do Gastric lavage, BAL for AFB stain

— Minimal infective agent
