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PE: rhonchi with medium crepitation both
lower lungs, occasional wheezing both
lower lungs
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Definition of wheezing

* A continuous whistling or musical sound,
typically heard on expiration

* Arises from turbulent flow created by
flow- limitation through obstructed airways

* Expiratory wheezing: intrathoracic airway
obstruction

* Inspiratory & expiratory wheezing: large

central airway obstruction
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Causes of pediatric wheezing

1. Extrinsic airway compression:
vascular ring/ cardiomegaly/
bronchogenic cyst/ hilar adenopathy/
mediastinal mass

2. Intrinsic airway narrowing:
foreign body aspiration/ congenital
alrway anomalies/ bronchospasm
All the wheeze Is not asthma, but

there Is obstruction.
